In the morning hours of March 8, 2010 CareFlite received a call from a passerby who was reporting a vehicle in the 

creek with a woman trapped inside on Johnson County Road 1202 at Mustang Creek.  CareFlite units responded to 

the scene with Rio Vista Volunteer Fire Department and Rio Vista PD.  Upon arrival our units found a Jeep 

overturned in the creek with rising water from recent rainfall and a female occupant was trapped inside.  CareFlite 

employees: Billy Horton EMT, Danny Westerman EMT, Andrew Barnthson EMT-P, Nick Anton EMT-P, 

Supervisor and Bryan Crane EMT, Supervisor acted quickly with Rio Vista Volunteer, Troy Prine to secure the 

vehicle with a chain just before jumping in the water and turning the vehicle on its side without the assistance of any 

tools.  They were then able to cut the soft top of the Jeep and extricate a very scared and hypothermic patient for 

transport to Harris Methodist Fort Worth.  Our patient was only able to survive prior to the arrival of responders 

because of a small air pocket under the passenger side dash and the 911 call was truly harrowing.  Communications 

Specialist, Jaymie Petty EMD, took the call and stayed on the line with the caller and Johnson County Sheriffôs 

Department Dispatch and could hear the patient yelling for help, surely believing she would drown before anyone 

could arrive to help her.  There is no doubt that this patient would have perished had it not been for the quick 

thinking and selfless actions of these responders. Rick Cummings of the Rio Vista Volunteer Fire Department 

coordinated a reunion with the patient on April 5
th
 which was attended by all involved.
