FAA Proposes New Rules for Pilots Who Routinely Take Risks to Save Lives

The FAA is proposing mandatory safety upgrades for Medevac flights including stricter weather limitations on 

flying, pre-flight evaluations, safety re-training and more. Mark Strassmann reports.

 (CBS)  To save lives, medivac pilots routinely take risks, report CBS News correspondent Mark Strassmann. That 
includes flying at night, in bad weather and over unfamiliar terrain. Gayla Gregory was one of three crew members 
killed when a medivac night flight crashed in Scotland, Ark., two months ago.  "Any time you fly there is a danger 
that you are going to crash," her brother Robert Gregory said. "It crossed her mind that this could happen any 
time." Just this summer, there have been four deadly air ambulance crashes nationwide.  According to Gary Robb, 
"We're sending these pilots out on these dangerous missions without the necessary safety equipment to 
accomplish what we want them to do."  
 
On Thursday the Federal Aviation Administration proposed mandatory safety upgrades, including:  
 
- Stricter weather limitations for flying  
- A mandatory pre-flight evaluation: are the risks too great?  
- Periodic safety re-training  
- Installation of an onboard system that tracks the terrain below  
 
But right now, these systems are installed in only about 40 percent of America's medivacs. There are 400,000 
medivac flights a year, and the vast majority of then end safely. But even some operators say these new 
recommended safety regulations don't go far enough.  
 

 
 
In the Dallas-Ft. Worth area, Care-Flite transported 38,000 patients last year. Company CEO Jim Swartz wants the 
FAA to demand medivac pilots to be flight instrument certified -- like professional airline pilots.  
 

 
 
 



 
 

"The helicopter EMS industry nationwide has not been as safe as we believe it should have been," Swartz said.

The federal government has proposed new helicopter safety rules focusing on air ambulances that will 
help pilots fly in poor visibility and bad weather, but some are concerned that the new rules will embolden 
pilots and cause them to take unnecessary risks.  

The Federal Aviation Administration, which proposed the new rules last week, is reacting to a series of 
fatal helicopter crashes during the past 17 years, which spiked in 2008 with six accidents that claimed 24 
lives.  

Between 1992 and 2009, 135 helicopter air ambulance accidents claimed 126 lives, government figures 
show. Between 1994 and 2008, there were also 75 commercial helicopter accidents that killed 88 people. 
In a number of the accidents, helicopter pilots took off with good visibility but flew into intermittent fog, 
darkness and bad weather that hampered their ability to determine their surroundings, government 
officials said.  

The federal government is now calling for air ambulance and commercial helicopter pilots to be able to fly 
using instrument readings, and it is also calling for their aircraft to be upgraded with terrain- and obstacle-
avoidance systems.  

FAA officials estimate that it will cost the air ambulance industry $136 million to implement the proposed 
rules, but also estimated that the industry could expect a total benefit of $160 million over 10 years. The 
cost for other commercial operators is estimated at $89 million with a total benefit of $115 million over 10 
years.  

Lynn Lunsford, FAA spokesman, said that pilots and other interested parties will have 90 days to 
comment on the proposed rules, which may be tweaked before implementation if valid concerns are 
raised.  

Dennis Lauterbach Jr., whose Midlothian company, Quality Aircraft, owns and operates three helicopters, 
said the new rules will create unnecessary expenses for some operators and will not reduce helicopter 
crashes.  

"I think there will be more accidents because people will have a false sense of security," Lauterbach said.  

But Jim Swartz, president and CEO of CareFlite, the major air ambulance provider in Tarrant County, said 
that people have worried that every safety and technological advancement during the past 100 years 
might lead to overconfident pilots and companies and that it is a false fear. 
  
Most of the accidents in the air medical industry happen because pilots are flying visually into places 
where there is poor visibility and experiencing a poor outcome, Swartz said. Providing pilots with more 
and better information may keep them from suffering tragic results, he said.  

"Human judgment is a key component of safety," Swartz said. "I don't think the warning device gives you 
a false sense of security; it just gives you more information. Technological and safety enhancements 
provide more and better information more quickly to the pilot."

He also said that CareFlite pilots are instrument-rated and are already using the types of equipment 
recommended by the FAA and the National Transportation Safety Board, another federal agency 
responsible for investigating aircraft crashes.
